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The ABT Benchmark Assessment is recognized as one of the most widely adopted and highly trusted benchmark assessment systems
worldwide. It is administered in more than 1,200 schools across 14 countries, reflecting its broad implementation and the high level of
confidence placed in its assessment, measurement, and educational quality assurance practices, particularly in relation to the Arabic

language.

In light of this standing, this Guide has been developed to serve as an official regulatory reference for all parties involved in the assessment
process, including candidates, proctors, and implementing entities. It defines roles and responsibilities, sets out the governing rules and

procedures, and clarifies the approved mechanisms for administering the assessment in distance-learning environments.

This Guide aims to establish a comprehensive regulatory and standardized framework for the administration and delivery of the ABT
Benchmark Assessment as an international remote benchmark assessment. It is designed to ensure the highest levels of accuracy,
reliability, integrity, and procedural consistency across all stages of the assessment process, from preparation and technical readiness,

through administration and invigilation, to the processing, verification, approval, and reporting of results.

The framework has also been developed in response to the evolving requirements of digital learning environments and remote education
models, and to the corresponding need for reliable electronic assessment tools that support the continuity of education while preserving

the quality, fairness, efficiency, and credibility of measurement and evaluation practices.

This Guide includes an integrated set of policies, procedures, technical requirements, administrative controls, organisational measures,
and security protocols intended to provide a secure, fair, controlled, and standardised testing environment in accordance with

internationally recognised standards and best practices in educational assessment.

It further establishes the governance and control measures necessary to safeguard the integrity of the assessment process, ensure the
soundness of procedures, maintain the accuracy and consistency of outcomes, and uphold fairness in administration. In doing so, it

contributes to an objective, valid, and reliable reflection of the student’s actual performance level.
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ABT Assessments Organization is committed to protecting students’ privacy and ensuring the security of the data and information collected or
processed in the context of administering remote international standardized assessments, including personal data, images used for identity

verification purposes, and technical and operational data associated with test sessions.

Such data shall be collected only to the extent necessary for test administration requirements, identity verification, ensuring proper test
delivery, enhancing assessment integrity, and protecting the reliability of results. The data may not be used except for the organizational and

operational purposes directly related to the administration, supervision, and quality assurance of the assessment.

The operating entity is also committed to implementing appropriate organizational and technical safeguards to protect data against
unauthorized access, unlawful use, loss, alteration, or unauthorized disclosure, while restricting access solely to authorized entities and

personnel based on legitimate operational need.

Data and images shall be retained within a secure environment for a period proportionate to operational and regulatory requirements, as well
as the requirements of review, verification, and quality assurance. Once the need for retention has ended, such data shall be handled in

accordance with approved procedures in a manner that ensures the protection of privacy and the confidentiality of information.

A student’s access to the testing environment, completion of registration and verification procedures, and use of the testing platform shall
constitute acknowledgment of and commitment to the approved organizational and technical requirements, including those related to identity

verification procedures, image capture when required, and the processing of data necessary for test administration.

Educational institutions and implementing entities shall also ensure that students and parents/guardians—where applicable—are informed of
the nature of the approved procedures relating to the use of data and images within the framework of test administration, in a manner

consistent with the relevant regulations and policies.
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ABT Assessments Organization is committed to applying an integrated set of organizational, technical, and operational standards and controls aimed at ensuring the
integrity of the assessment, the reliability of its procedures, and the credibility of its results, in a manner that reflects the student’s actual performance in an objective, fair,

and dependable way.

These standards are based on recognized best practices in the field of international standardized assessments, ensuring the consistency of test administration procedures,
the security of the testing environment, the validity of candidate identity verification, the accuracy of test session management, and the fairness of score calculation and

interpretation.

Within this framework, the following standards shall apply:

Identity Verification: Student identity must be verified prior to the start of the test and in accordance with the approved procedures, ensuring that the test result is linked

to the correct candidate and preventing any impersonation or unauthorized interference.

Testing Environment Security :Assessments must be administered within an appropriate, secure, and controlled testing environment that minimizes any external factors

that may affect the student’s performance or compromise the fairness of administration.

Consistency of Administration Procedures :All ABT assessments shall be administered in accordance with unified and approved operational procedures, ensuring

consistency in implementation, supervision, and monitoring, and reducing variation across different test sessions.

Assessment Integrity: Necessary measures shall be adopted to detect and prevent any practices or behaviors that may compromise the integrity of the assessment or the

fairness of evaluation, including any attempts of cheating, interference, or violations of approved regulations.

Reliability of Results: Scoring, processing, and result verification procedures shall be conducted through precise and approved mechanisms, ensuring that results

accurately reflect the student’s actual performance with a high degree of stability, consistency, and objectivity.

Confidentiality of Test Content and Data :Test content, student data, and assessment results shall be handled in accordance with confidentiality, protection, and

information security controls, in a manner that preserves the integrity of the assessment and the credibility of its outcomes.

Review and Quality Assurance: Assessment procedures, administration processes, supervision practices, and outputs shall be subject to periodic review, validation, and

quality assurance measures, with the aim of enhancing operational efficiency, addressing observations, and supporting continuous improvement.

Fairness and Equal Opportunity: All assessments shall be administered in accordance with the principles of fairness, equity, and equal opportunity, ensuring that student

performance is not affected by factors unrelated to their actual ability or academic achievement.
